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1. QuickStatus Screen 

1.1. The QuickStatus screen allows you to quickly view and update Athlete and Injury 
Status data. 

1.2. Across the top of the screen is an Athlete Listing showing the Athlete Name, ID, 
Active, Cleared to Play, Practice Status, Game Status and Record Release dates. 

1.3. When you select an Athlete in the listing: 

1.3.1. Their Athlete Status data is displayed in the lower-left-hand corner of the 
screen. 

1.3.2. A list of all open Injuries is displayed in the lower-right-hand corner of the 
screen. Selecting an injury displays the Injury Status data. 

1.4. The Athlete Status and Injury Status data can be updated directly from this screen. 

1.5. The Athlete, Sport, Group and Date filters can be applied to the athlete listing, 
allowing you for example to just review the status of Football players. 

 

2. Data Import 

2.1. Excel Import to Athlete Database: The File, Import, Database command imports 
Excel (XLS) spreadsheets to the Athlete database. 
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2.2. Update Athlete Data during Import: When importing Athletes from an Excel 
Spreadsheet SportsWare updates the athlete data in existing records. Previous 
versions added a new record for each athlete being imported with could result in 
duplicate athlete records. 

3. Reports 

3.1. SportsWare2011 includes Injury/Date, Injury/Week and Injury/Month reports. 

 

 

 

3.2. The SportsWare2011 Coachôs Report (Single Line) provides the Athlete Name, 
Game Status, Practice Status, List of Injuries and Status Notes in a Spreadsheet-like 
format. 

 

3.3. Reports, Athlete, Paperwork (All Dates). Shows all paperwork dates. 
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3.4. Reports, Athlete, Paperwork (Expired). Shows only expired paperwork data. 

 

3.5. Reports, Custom allows the selection of Paperwork and Immunization dates. 

3.6. The custom report generator and reports use descriptive field names. 

 
 

 

3.7. Custom Reports can be Exported to Excel 

 

3.8. Re-Designed Custom Report Generator: The Database only needs to be selected 
once to add Fields and Filters to the Report. More Databases and Fields are 
displayed. 
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3.9. CSMi can provide custom reports for each school, e.g. a custom Coachôs Report. 
The estimated cost for a custom report is $300. 

4. Laptops 

4.1. Single-Click Laptop Synchronization: If a laptop is connected to the network the 
data between the Laptop and the Server can be synchronized with a single click. 

5. E-mailing 

5.1. The 2010, E-Mail List command allows you to create a list of e-mail addresses from 
the SportsWare Athlete and Phone Book databases. The list can be automatically 
copied to the Clipboard so the user can paste it into the recipient address line of a e-
mail or exported to a CSV file where they can be importing into e-mail systems, e.g. 
to create a Distribution Group in Outlook or work with a third-party e-mail system. 

6. SQL2008 Support 

6.1. SportsWare2011 supports both the full SQL2008 and SQL2008 Express (free 
version) databases. 

7. Athlete Database 

7.1. A picture of the Athlete can be stored in the Athlete Database. 

7.2. The Athlete, Paperwork page has been changed from checkboxes to expiration 
dates, which allows better tracking. 

8. Notes 

8.1. The Note Fields allow full text formatting. Click the Edit button to display the 
formatted text editor. 

9. Attachments 

9.1. Attachments are shared between the Injury, Treatment, Medication, Insurance, 
Referral, Dr. Orders, Surgery, Sign-Out and Concussion databases. The shared 
Attachments can be viewed from any of these databases. This is similar to the 
change made to the Note field in previous versions of SportsWare. 

9.2. Attachments are now stored in an Attachment folder instead of inside the 
SportsWare2010.MDB file. This eliminates the problem where the MDB file would 
reach the Microsoft Access size limit of 2GB. In addition, because the MDB file is 
now much smaller, SportsWareôs speed is not impacted as attachments are added. 
The attachments are encrypted and the filenames coded so an outside user is not 
able to read the attachment files. 

9.3. The Athlete, Paperwork page contains a default date. 

10. Encryption 

10.1. The SportsWare database and external files are encrypted. 

11. Backup 

11.1. You are reminded to backup SportsWare when exiting the program. This allows you 
to backup any changes which were made during your SportsWare session. 

12. Listing Screens 

12.1. The Status Bar contains the User Login Group Filter: SportsWare allows you to 
set access to specific groups based on the User Login. Not realizing this was enabled 
confused some users as to why they could not see certain athlete data and other 
users could. The Status Bar now shows the groups which a user has access to. 
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12.2. Color-coded Injury Listing Screen. The Injury Listing screen contains an Updated 
field which shows the last time the Injury or any related (Treatment, Sign-Out, 
Referral, etc.) record was updated. The fields for Open Injuries are color-coded 
Black: 0 to 5 days, Green: 6 to 10 days, Yellow: 11 to 15 days and Red: 16+ days. 

 

13. Microsoft Vista/Windows7 

13.1. SportsWare2011 is Microsoft Vista and Windows7 compatible. 

14. Dashboard 

14.1. New Dashboard feature gives you real-time access to athletic training activity for the 
day, week, month, etcé  At a glance preview lets you see injury and treatment 
counts for a specified date range all on one screen. 
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15. Athlete Database 

15.1. The Insurance Plan and Policy labels in the Athlete database can be modified by 
the user to match the terminology of the specific insurance company. 

 

15.2. The Athlete, Secondary Address includes a default button which allows you to 
separately set the Primary and Secondary addresses to the default values. 

 

15.3. The Athlete, Paperwork tab was increased from 9 to 12 options. 

15.4. The City field was updated to 28 characters for all Addresses. 
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16. Injury Database 

16.1. The Lists, Assessment command allows you to define tests to be run during an 
Injury Evaluation. 

 

16.2. When entering a SOAP note, select the Test and Click the Evaluate button to enter 
the data. 

 
 

 

16.3. The Injury Database includes an Athletic Injury checkbox to indicate injuries which 
should be associated with the sport, e.g. the athlete was injured during practice vs. 
an injury which occurred while the athlete was on vacation. 

16.4. Up to three injuries can be entered in an Injury Record. 
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16.5. The Lists, Assessment command allows you to define tests to be run during an 
Injury Evaluation. When entering a SOAP note, select the Test and Click the 
Evaluate button to enter the data. 

 

16.6. The SOAP note allows you to Insert Phrases into each section for quicker data 
entry. 

16.7. Increased the text size allowed in the injury and injury site picklists. 

16.8. Added over 400 ICD-9 codes. 

17. Insurance Database 

17.1. The Insurance Database includes an Update button which copies the most recent 
Athlete Insurance info to the Insurance Record. 

18. Referral Database 

18.1. The Referral Database includes a Form Returned checkbox to indicate the referral 
form was returned by the athlete. The Report, Referral, Forms Outstanding report 
shows the referral forms which have not been returned. 

19. Billing Database 

19.1. CMS-1500 Forms. Incorporated new CMS 1500 forms into Billing Database. 

20. Event Database 

20.1. Added ability to schedule events for multiple users. 

21. Reports 

21.1. Reports can be saved directly as a PDF file or as a PDF attached to an e-mail. 
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21.2. Custom filters can be applied to any SportsWare report. The following filter prints 
reports for any athlete whoôs full name starts with G. 

 

21.3. The new Report, Injury, Injury with Treatments report includes a list of the athleteôs 
treatment sessions on their Injury report. 

 

21.4. The Status values on the Coachôs report are color-coded. Green = Full Go, Blue = 
Limited, Red = Out.  
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21.5. The new Reports, Injury, Status ï Game listed the Athletes sorted by their Color-
Coded Game Status. Color Coding was also added to the Reports, Injury, Status ï 
Practice report.  

 

21.6. Use the Lists, Status command to edit the Status Colors and Sort Orders. 

 

21.7. The new Report, Injury, Progress report shows the change in Injury rates between 
two time periods, e.g. Last Season to This Season. The following report shows the 
change in injury counts for the Football teams between last season and this season. 
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21.8. The Athleteôs Grade is included in the Injury Record report. 

 

21.9. The new Report, Referral, Summary with Doctor includes a grouping by the 
doctor. 

21.10. The new Report, Treatment, Billing by ATC/ATS shows the billing amounts by 
ATC. 
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21.11. The new Report, Attachment Size shows each attachment in the database along 
with itsô size. This is helpful to find very large attachments, e.g. Word Documents 
created from scans can sometimes take much more space than necessary. The 
Options, Attachment Reporting Size sets the minimum size for attachments to be 
included in the report. 

21.12. The Inventory reports can be sorted by Vendor. 

21.13. The Intervention Report displays the complete for Injury, Treatment, and Surgery 
data. 

21.14. The Reports, Record include a signature block at the bottom of each record. 

21.15. Added Insurance Company Address to Travel 1/page report. 

21.16. Added Drugs Taken to Travel 1/page. 

21.17. Added Travel Report which includes Social Security Number. 

21.18. Expanded Picklist report to show ICD-9 Codes. 

21.19. Added ñInclude In-Active Athletesò to Insurance Totals report. 

21.20. Added report to print only the Notes section of an Injury record. 

22. Listing Screens 

22.1. The Referral Listing includes the Appointment Date. 

 

22.2. The Lists, Listing Columns command allows you to modify the columns and sort 
orders for all listing screens. In the following example, the Athlete Listing Screen will 
include the columns FullName, ID, Grade, Practice Status, Phone and e-mail. 
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22.3. The Options, Alternate Row Colors commands allows you to enable White/Blue 
coloring for alternate listing screen rows. 

 

23. Mail Merge 

23.1. SportsWare now allows you to create mail merge documents utilizing data already 
stored in your database. You can create an unlimited number of personalized 
Microsoft Word documents or use your already created Word documents and select 
which fields from SportsWare to merge in the document. Selection criteria and filters 
allow you to create documents for specific sports, grades, injuries, etc. 

24. Audit Trail 

24.1. SportsWare now records each time a record is accessed. The audit trail records who 
accessed the record, the date and time, and what information was changed, 

25. Data Access 

25.1. Added option for deleting records under user privileges. 

25.2. Multi-select records for printing, deleting, and accepting Quick Treatments from the 
listing screen. 

25.3. Combined Doctor Picklist, Insurance Company table, Provider table, Payer table into 
the Phone Book Database. Now easier to maintain your contact picklists with the 
ability to select what type of contact it is. 
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26. QuickTreatment 

26.1. QuickTreatment uses a list of athletes and a search box making it easier to find 
athletes. 

 

26.2. The QuickTreatment form was increased to allow up to 115 Treatment choices. 

26.3. Students who are not in the SportsWare database can to enter basic demographic 
info through QuickTreatment (name, sport) using the Add button. Use the 
SportsWare File, Users command, in the Privileges area, select Add Athletes in 
Quick Treatment to enable this feature. 

 

27. Settings 

27.1. The SportsWare settings have been moved from the Registry to database files. This 
allows multiple users to share the appropriate settings and eliminates the need for 
the user to be a Windows Administrator to change the settings. 

28. Utilities 

28.1. The Utilities, Resolve Duplicates function operates much faster. 

29. Lists 

29.1. The Lists, Athlete Paperwork command allows you to selectively update Athlete 
Records. 
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29.2. The Lists, Athlete Immunization allows you to selectively update Athlete Records. 

 

30. Help 

30.1. The Help menu includes an On-line Support option. 

30.2. The Help, Check for Updates command checks for updates on CSMiôs website. 

31. Edit 

31.1. The Edit, Replace and Edit, Delete commands support Wildcard matches. 
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32. Users 

32.1. The File, Users command allows you to restrict access to access to specific groups 
by User. 

 

32.2. Expanded Permissions. Many users hare expanding the user of SportsWare to the 
Medical Department, Physicians, Coaches and Nurses. SportsWare2011 allows you 
to set Add, Edit, Delete, View and Print privileges for each database on a per-user 
basis.
